On November 12, 2008, I opened the home for Jacob Allen, Project Coordinator for the Quieter
Homes Program and his team from C&S Engineering. They were on site to evaluate, measure
and take photos for designing the Noise Abatement retrofitting for this home. The home owner
has submitted her application for the program and it was approved, leading to this visit.

The team will put together a Design package which will be sent to the Owner, probably in mid
December 2008. Work is expected to happen during the construction season of 2009.

At this point, there is no way to know exactly what will be in the design package. However, the
team members said what can be expected is the following:

* All exterior windows will be replaced with sound attenuating, triple glazed, vinyl windows.
* The front door will be replaced with a heavy door with a high quality seal and a new storm
door will be added for further insulation and sound proofing.

The sliding glass door will be replaced with a high quality, noise attenuating, vinyl door.
The fire door between the home and the garage will be upgraded.

The non-vaulted section of the home will have the ceiling insulation upgraded.

The contractor will install an HRV (heat recovery ventilation) system to supply, fresh air to
the home without the need to open doors and windows. During cold weather, warm air from
inside the home helps to heat fresh air drawn into the home.

According to the program brochure, all work will be done by qualified professionals.
Construction will take 10-15 days. An inspector will work with the home owner to ensure all
work is done satisfactorily. All products will come with a labor & product guarantee. For
example, the windows will come with a 10 year warranty against manufacturing defects.

There are no out of pocket expenses for eligible participants.

The program is voluntary and all participants will need to grant an avigation easement to the
Airport. Copies of this are available upon request.

I will update information as it is received. This statement is simply a good faithed effort to
determine what is likely to happen to benefit this home and when. Interested Buyers and their
licensees are encourage to perform their own due diligence.
